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Goal of the workshop:

The goal of the workshop is to define the concept of creating “content format” of audio/video programmes devoted to the “The Best” – the winners of Good Practice Projects contest.

During the workshop academics, multimedia writers and producers working in the field of multimedia and e-content creation will exchange their experience and insights while preparing the concept of  “content format”.

The ATVN-EU-GP project (IST # 016020 FP6) started in March 2005, under the name “Academic Internet Television Network (www.atvn.pl ) showcases The Best of  Good Practice Projects” (Acronym: ATVN-EU-GP).  “The Best” is a global search inside the European Union community for the winning projects out of all the candidates from Good Practice  Projects -  more: www.atvn-eu-gp.pl  . One of the goals of the ATVN-EU-GP project is the contest. It has started with a selection of the Good Practice Projects from NMS, ACC and NIS. The following are the participants: (New Member States): Cyprus, Czech Republic, Estonia, Hungary, Latvia, Lithuania, Malta, Poland, Slovak Republic, Slovenia; ACC (Acceding and Candidate Countries): Bulgaria, Croatia, Turkey, Romania; and NIS (Newly Independent States): Armenia, Azerbaijan, Belarus, Georgia, Kazakhstan, Kyrgyzstan, Moldova, Russia, Tajkistan, Turkmenistan, Ukraine and Uzbekistan. 

It will also be divided into the following areas: e-government, e-health, e-learning and e-business . It will select and promote “The Best” of Good Practice Projects.

Digital Interactive TV is no longer fiction, many operators provide content distribution networks (CDNs) and many producers and companies provide the content for them to distribute. Between the TV and radio on-line, we have also audio/video on demand. To promote “The Best”  EU projects we will build the multimedia archive with audio/video on demand.  They will be produced according to the “content format”. The winners of the contest will be awarded with this audio/video production. The Award procedure will be based on the “Rules, Conditions and Regulations” for the contest from the ATVN-EU-GP – “Project realization document”. This document covers the whole contest procedure from the on-line registration, the jury evaluation (evaluation criteria, expert panel), the selection of the winners (ATVN-EU-GP Conference and Best Projects Exhibition) to the process of awarding the winners with specific audio/video production. There is more information about the Contest, the Conference and the Award on a website www.atvn-eu-gp.pl . 

The aim of this new virtual archive is to encourage the creativity of the ideas in the IST and to support “The Best” projects from “Good Practice Projects”. 

First contest will be launched on December 1st-3rd  2005, during the ATVN-EU-GP Conference. It will be the official pre-selection for the contest of all R&D (IST) EU projects in the all e-areas in the FP7.
